1. Connect fan’s power leads to power source of appropriate voltage. The EC20 Max fan remains wired
to power. The fan will only draw power and run when one of the following modes is selected.

2. To run fan at factory programmed max speed connect 5V Out (Orange Wire) to 5V In (Yellow Wire).
To Run fan at factory programmed half speed connect 5V Out (Orange Wire) to 10V In (Red Wire).

3. To run fan using variable speed control:
Connect only the red and white signal wires to 0-10V control signal.

4. Use a wire nut or electrical tape to seal off any unused wires.
